The package should clearly be marked
“SPURIA GUEST IRIS.” The name of the
variety or seedling number should clearly
be marked on each plant.

In addition, the following information
should accompany each variety on a
separate packing list: 
1. Hybridizer’s name and address 
2. Name or seedling number of variety, if
applicable
3. Height, color, distinguishing features
(photo if possible) 
4. Year of introduction, if applicable

The packing list should include the
hybridizer’s email address to receive an
electronic receipt. 
If a guest seedling is later named, it is the
responsibility of the hybridizer to notify
the guest iris chair no later than January
31, 2029.

Disposition of Irises
Because these gardens don’t have
personnel or volunteer staff to dig and
mail rhizomes, we're asking hybridizers to
donate their iris. No guest plants will be
returned and all unregistered seedlings
will be destroyed by the host gardens.

The Convention Committee and the
owners of the host gardens will strictly
adhere to the code of ethics as printed in
the AIS Convention Handbook.

The Convention Committee and the host
gardens will not be responsible for losses
beyond their control. However,
hybridizers will be given the opportunity to
replace lost plants up to one year prior to
the convention.
